In 2007, a week before Thanksgiving, Vincent fell off the second floor of a construction site and it left him paralyzed.  

He worked his way from the streets of Los Angeles to a home in paradise for his loving family. He earned his success over many years of hard work and made many lifelong friends along the way.  

A temporary railing failed and in one split second he lost his body and everything he had acquired. Since he was a contractor he has limited insurance and no workman’s comp.

He is at Rancho Los Amigos in Downey, CA and in March of 2008 will be going to a home in Downey and into the care of friends and family.

Vincent is busy with learning the skills that a trapped mind needs to survive.  He is training on a wheelchair that he drives with his head and a voice operated computer so that he can write requests for grants so that he can survive and contribute to the needs of himself and his family.

I feel that his story must be told to an ever expanding support group because he and his family are in a world of trouble that will require a constant effort to generate money to keep them going.  Also we can’t assume that any of the systems in place for after Rancho Los Amigos will work as advertised.  When my son Arin had Leukemia I had to spend down all our assets, use up all of our insurance, before we could get any help and I spent a great deal of time learning the “system” and meeting their requirements to get any help

Please do not have the delusion that a website is ever seen by anyone who isn’t sent there. Don’t think that forwarding a link or an email has more than a minor effect on moving people to help.
